1- Your Student will bring home something every week. So study the material with your child make sure the / she understands it

 

2- Work with your child and help him / her learn the prayers and other basics of our faith. Teach by example. Pray the prayers. Live your beliefs

 

3- Joining the community celebration of the Eucharist which means weekly attendance at mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation

 

4- Continuing your own faith development through participation in the Adult Bible Study and / or by participating in church sponsored Adult Education activities and events.

 

5-  Attend any special parents classes which will be offered during the year

 

Attendance: All students are expected to Participate in the class, and depart

Promptly. All Students Must attend every class. 

NOTE: Diocesan Guidelines state that a child must complete  two (2) 

Years of study to prepare for First Communion and Confirmation. It is 

Essential that attendance be regular and consistent. 

 

Home work: The Student will bring home something EVERY week from the Religious Education Program

 

Sunday Mass: Weekly attendance at Mass is expected of every student 
 
Conduct: Teaching and learning can only take place in an environment where there exists a mutual respect between teacher and student, exhibited through proper conduct in the classroom. Those who volunteer their time and effort to teach in our Religious Education Program are parishioners who are trying to share in the faith growth of our children.

 

ZERO TOLERANCE:  At no time will improper conduct, violence or threats of violence be tolerated the parties involved will be suspended immediately by the Teacher The Student(s) may not return to class until the parents, the students and the Teachers meet with the D.R.E. to resolve the situation. If the situation is not resolved. The student may NOT return to Class. 
Requirements to receive the Sacraments of Eucharist, Reconciliation and Confirmation
 Here at St. Joseph’s the Students in the Second (2nd) grade usually receive the Sacraments of First Reconciliation and First Communion. 

 

The primary responsibility for the preparation of a student for participating in and celebrating the Sacraments lies with the parents. We will offer “Family Preparation for the Sacraments” sessions to help the parents and the sponsors prepare their student to receive the Sacraments. To be eligible to receive the Sacraments the parents & Sponsors must attend these Sunday classes, The Student must attend Religious Education Program this year and in the previous year, attend Sunday mass, be approved as ready by the Parents, the Catechist (Teacher), the Director and the Pastor. 
1) Student must have a Baptismal Certificate on file with the Religious Education Office 

 

2) Student must have attended all the classes of a Religion Education Program one year prior to entry into the Sacrament Class

 

3)  Student must attend Sunday Mass every week 

 

4) Student must attend Religion Education Classes. They may not miss any class without the permission of the Director of Religious Education 

 

5) Students must attend all retreats, meetings and practices

 

6) Parents & Sponsors must teach the “Required prayers & Resources” and prepare their Student for this sacrament. Student must be able to recite the traditional prayers & resources for their age level
7) Student must pass a final examination 
8) The Sponsor must be a Confirmed Catholic who attends Sunday Mass and receives communion frequently. If Married, the Sponsor Must have been married in the Catholic Church. 
9) Copies of the Sponsor’s Certificates of Confirmation and Marriage must be on file in the Office.

10) The parents and Sponsors are to attend the Family Preparation for the appropriate Sacraments Session.
